Muhammad s –The Prophet of Allah S
Date of birth:
Monday 12th rabee’ul awwal in the year known as the year of the 
elephant (22nd april 571 ce)
Demise:
12th rabee’ul awwal 11ah (8th june 632 ce) at the age of 63
Description:
Rasoolullah s was neither tall nor was he short, but of a medium stat-

ure. In complexion he was neither white nor dark. His hair was neither 
very straight nor very curly, but slightly wavy. At the age of 40 years 
Allah S granted him prophethood. He lived in makkah for ten years and 
in madinah for ten years. He passed away at the age of 63 . At the time 
there were no more then 20 white hairs on his blessed beard. (Shama’il 
Tirmidhi) The beard of the Prophet s had so thick and profuse hair that 
it covered the whole of his chest.
Character:
When ‘A’ isha t was once asked regarding the character of the Prophet 

s, she explained the character to be the Glorious Quran. The Prophet 
s was extremely generous, merciful, honest, truthful, kind, well man-
nered, considerate, righteous, trustworthy and just, he always fulfilled 
a promise and never deceived. He was very humble and modest; his life 
style was very simple and he was content with whatever little he would 
have. The Prophet s was affectionate towards all young, old, orphans, 
poor, needy and weak.
Dressing:
Rasoolullah s preferred clothing was the qamees. He used to wear a 

white cap and also a turban. When he conquered Makkah he entered 
wearing a black turban. Rasoolullah s strongly prohibited the hanging of 
ones garment below the ankles, rather he preferred them to be raised 
up to the middle of the shin.
Favourite dishes:
The Prophet s specially relished roast meat and pumpkin as condiment. 

‘A’ isha t narrates that the Prophet s had a liking for vinegar, olive oil, 
sweet dishes and honey. 
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
